Financing your studies

Cost of living
The cost of living in the Highlands and Islands is 
relatively low compared to many other places in 
the UK. However, it is still vital that any potential 
student prepares their finances before they attend 
university. The average student studying at UHI will 
spend between £7,000 and £11,000 per year.
UKVI sets living costs at £1,023 for each month 
of your course (up to a maximum of 9 months) 
as financial evidence needed for student visa 
purposes. Individual living costs will depend on your 
lifestyle choices.

Working whilst studying
Whether you can work in the UK is dependent on 
your nationality and type of immigration pathway. 
If you are a full-time student on a student visa you 
are permitted to work up to either 10 or 20 hours a 
week (depending on your course).
For most UG/PG and PhD students this would be 
up to 20 hours. If you are planning on studying 
on a different visa (e.g. Short term Study Visa, 
Dependant, Skilled Worker) you may be able to 
work. It is important that you check the guidance 
for your individual pathway.
Many students choose to work in hospitality and 
retail as the hours more flexible to fit around your 
studies and social life. You may also be able to work 
in a role related to your studies, for example; lots of 
Adventure Studies students gain experience at the 
local mountain resort Nevis Range. Your Student 
Association, HISA, also advertises jobs and offers 
employment through internships that could be a 
real boost to your work experience, as well as help 
you get involved with student activities around UHI.
